We generally use the white stone for fine
sharpening, and occasionally the pink stone if we need a little extra re-sharpening.
Techniques for sharpening are explained in straightforward and precise language in the
operating instructions, together with clear diagrams. If you follow the step-by-step
instructions, you can’t go wrong.

Whenever | return to the practice after a brief period away, on a holiday or training
course for instance, | always read over the A4-sized quick reference guide which gives a
brief explanation, with pictures, of the four main sharpening steps.

The PerioStar® 3000 sharpening unit is very low-maintenance with all parts being easy
to clean and disinfect. The sharpening stones can be sterilised, which is a real plus, and

means we can re-sharpen any time that we need to.
